___Jacket or Sweatshirt   ___Towels (recommend two) 
___Flashlight (one required, spare rec’ed) ___Comb and/or Brush 
___Socks (5-6 pairs)    ___Water Resistant Watch (required) 
___Underwear (6 pairs)   ___Compass (recommended) 
___Poncho or Raincoat   ___Notebook & Paper (required) 
___Swim Suit     ___Pens and Pencils (required) 
___Jeans (1 or 2 Pair)    ___6’ Cord or Rope (required) 
___Hat or Cap (required)   ___Tissues (optional) 
___Shorts     ___Band-Aids (optional) 
___Cup or Mug (required, always)  ___PJ’s (optional) 
___Mess Kit (required, always)  ___Sunglasses (recommended) 
___Eating Utensils (required, always) ___Whetstone/Knife Sharpener (optional) 
___Sleeping Bag    ___Camera & Film (optional) 
___Plastic Ground Cloth   ___Coat hangers (optional) 
___Pillow (optional)    ___Clothespins (optional) 
___Footlocker w/lock (recommended) ___Fishing Gear (optional) 
___Pocketknife (No Sheath Knives!)  ___Mending/Sewing Kit (recommended) 
___Matches w/waterproof case (No lighters) ___Mosquito Repellent (No aerosols!) 
___Water bottle (required, always)  ___Sunscreen (required; no aerosols!) 
 
Note: All types of aerosol cans (a.k.a. flame throwers) and all types of lighters 

(a.k.a. toys) are not permitted on any troop outing.  Any scout in possession 
of such items will have them confiscated and they may or may not be 
returned to them, even at the conclusion of the trip. 

 
(Note:  Leaders in camp at the end of the week do not want to be responsible for 
returning an item another leader earlier in the week confiscated.  Leaders should not have 
to be responsible for safekeeping an item that should not be in camp to begin with.) 
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
